I have been asked by the Committee of the 
Harpenden Society to send you some material for 
Civic Trust News concerning the 1973 Harpenden Society 
Award presented to the Rothamsted Experimental Station 
on Wednesday, 2nd May, 1979* for the restoration 
of Rothamsted Manor House clock tower.
